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ABSTRACT

The present study aims to propose a learning model in elementary education with
an entrepreneurial approach. The research method is applied in terms of purpose
and exploratory in nature. Data collection was conducted quantitatively using a
guestionnaire as the data collection tool. After the execution of the questionnaire,
data analysis was performed through both descriptive and inferential methods using
SPSS 16 and Smart PLS software. In this research, descriptive statistics, including
frequency, percentage frequency, frequency distribution tables, and chart plotting,
were utilized to describe the characteristics of the questionnaire respondents.

Consequently, all five components, along with their respective indicators, were
accepted as dimensions and components of the learning model in elementary
education with an entrepreneurial approach. The fit indices in the factor analysis
confirmed the model's overall fit.

INTRODUCTION

The education of Roma students has been a significant challenge worldwide due to
various socio-cultural, economic, and institutional barriers (1). Roma students are often
excluded from formal education systems, and those who do enroll face high dropout rates,
poor academic performance, and social isolation (3). Historically, Roma communities have
been marginalized, with education systems failing to address their unique cultural and
social needs (4). Roma students often face language barriers, a lack of teacher competence
in dealing with culturally diverse classrooms, and systemic discrimination (s, 9, 11, 12).

Research suggests that Roma students experience low educational engagement,
partly due to cultural dissonance between their home life and school environment (18, 19).
For many Roma families, education is not seen as a path to economic security, as their
livelihood is not necessarily dependent on formal schooling (5, 27). Therefore, a
comprehensive educational framework is needed, focusing on inclusive policies and
practices that accommodate Roma students' socio-cultural background while promoting
academic success (2).

This study synthesizes the research on challenges faced by Roma students in the past
decade and proposes solutions to address these educational barriers. The research aims to
provide a comprehensive overview of these challenges and discuss potential policy
recommendations to improve educational outcomes for Roma students.

METHODS AND MATERIALS

This research employed a qualitative synthesis approach, focusing on challenges and
solutions related to the education of Roma students. The synthesis covered studies
conducted over the past decade (2013-2023) and analyzed research articles and
dissertations that met specific inclusion criteria. The inclusion criteria for the reviewed
studies were focused on elementary education and aimed at identifying the major
challenges and potential solutions for Roma students in various educational contexts.

A thematic analysis was conducted on 49 selected studies. These studies were
analyzed through coding, categorizing, and identifying patterns of challenges in Roma
education. The synthesis followed Robert's six-step synthesis model, which includes
identifying the need for research, retrieving studies, organizing and analyzing data, and
providing concrete results that are useful for policy implementation.
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FINDINGS
The findings identified six key challenges in the education of Roma students:

1. Cultural Challenges: Roma students experience significant cultural differences in
school, including language barriers and discriminatory attitudes from both teachers
and peers. Many teachers have low expectations for Roma students and are not
equipped to handle their cultural needs. This cultural mismatch contributes to Roma
students' disengagement from education.

2. Economic Challenges: Poverty is a pervasive issue among Roma families, which
affects their children's access to education. Many Roma children work to support
their families and therefore do not attend school regularly. The cost of education,
including school supplies and transportation, also poses a significant barrier.

3. Social Challenges: Social isolation and prejudice against Roma students are
common, leading to exclusion in the classroom and school activities. This
marginalization negatively impacts their academic performance and motivation to
stay in school.

4. Administrative Challenges: Bureaucratic hurdles, such as the lack of proper
documentation and residency registration, prevent many Roma children from
enrolling in school. Additionally, Roma students are often placed in segregated
classrooms, which further isolates them from the broader educational experience.

5. Academic Challenges: Roma students often lag behind their peers academically due
to irregular attendance, lack of parental involvement, and minimal pre-school
preparation. They also face learning difficulties and high dropout rates.

6. Curriculum Challenges: The standard curriculum does not account for the cultural
and linguistic diversity of Roma students. The lack of culturally responsive teaching
materials and unqualified teachers exacerbates the issue, leading to poor educational
outcomes.

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSION

The findings revealed that Roma students face six main challenges in education:
cultural, economic, social, administrative, academic, and curriculum-related challenges.
These challenges are interconnected, with each one influencing the others. Addressing
these barriers requires a systemic approach, where all elements of the educational system
are aligned to foster inclusivity and support for Roma students.
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Culturally, the integration of teachers familiar with Roma language and culture can
significantly enhance the engagement of Roma students. Schools should include Roma
culture in the curriculum to promote cultural understanding and reduce stereotyping (8, 9).
Economically, providing financial support for Roma families, such as scholarships and free
transportation, can alleviate the burden of education costs and improve school attendance
(30).

Socially, reducing prejudice and encouraging social inclusion in schools are critical.
Anti-discrimination measures and fostering intercultural dialogue can help Roma students
integrate Dbetter into the school environment (7). Administratively, simplifying the
enrollment process and ensuring Roma children are not segregated will support their
inclusion in mainstream education (21). Additionally, academic support, such as extra
tutoring, is essential for addressing the learning gaps that Roma students often experience
due to irregular attendance and lack of preschool education (22).

Finally, in terms of curriculum and teacher quality, schools should adopt culturally
responsive teaching practices and improve teacher training to handle the diverse needs of
Roma students. Flexible curricula that incorporate Roma history and culture can create a
more inclusive educational environment, leading to better academic outcomes (43).

In summary, the challenges Roma students face in education are multifaceted and
require a comprehensive, systemic response. This involves reforming policies, curricula,
and teaching practices to create an inclusive educational framework. By addressing these
issues, the education system can better serve Roma students, improving their academic
success and social inclusion in the long term.
